These are dozens of displaced families and children living in a hostile environment,
who need – and would greatly appreciate – some very basic items.

Catholic in that war-torn region and remember our
soldiers and civilians in the Middle East who
continue to win hearts and minds despite difficult
and dangerous circumstances.

Collected items will be sent to the Knights of
Columbus Baghdad Roundtable for direct
distribution to our fellow Catholics in Iraq. We’ll
concentrate on the following needs:

8 Hygiene articles (linens, and non-prescription medicine)

8 Kitchen gear (pots, pans, and utensils)

8 Children’s gifts (simple toys not requiring batteries)

8 Non-chocolate candies
8 School supplies (composition books, pencils, pens, etc…)
